Greetings my beloved sisters and brothers at Saint Michael’s. As I write to you for this  
edition of the May Messenger I am sitting beside the Sea of Galilee doing a combination of 
things. I’m spending time in prayer traveling to holy places where Jesus walked and taught 
and started his pubic ministry; you will have seen some of this on FaceBook, no doubt. I 
could focus on this spiritual part of the journey alone, sharing stories and pictures of  

deepening my relationship with Jesus Christ and connecting with our brothers and sisters in the Church, past and 
present. But if you only saw the pictures on FaceBook or heard these stories, that was not the primary trip I was 
on. 
 
Right now I’m also trying to recover and get my own head and heart around what I have learned over the last eight 
days of intense meetings. Our specially invited group met with Israeli and Palestinian leaders and government  
officials on all sides, trying to understand the multi-sided, multi-layered conflict here in the Holy Land. There are 
sound bites in America that encourage us to side with or against the Israelis or Palestinians. The conflict here in 
being compared, rightly or wrongly, to the struggle for freedom in South Africa. I have heard the word “apartheid” 
used in language here by different people in different ways.  
 
If you read nothing else but this about my primary study trip, read this:  
what happens in this land of our Christian, Jewish and Muslim heritage matters to us as people of this western 
faith;  
the conflict here is more complex and deeply rooted than FOX or CNN can tell us in one news story;  
the conflict is not, as most Americans like to paint it, about “good guys and bad guys”;  
the conflict will not be resolved in our lifetime but we are still called on to strive for justice and peace especially 
when it comes to faith and human dignity.  
 
If we can address the deep conflict and seek peace here in Israel-Palestine we can begin to address peace  
everywhere. Conversely, if we can address peace at home, in our own hearts, we can begin to understand and  
address peace in the Middle East. On this trip I have thought about our own struggles for peace, justice and  
reconciliation in the States and in South Bend. Issues of racism and generational poverty and displacement are part 
of our story as well. Might does not make right but might and privilege bear the responsibility to do the right thing.  
 
I will be processing this trip in my heart and mind for a long time to come. I and look forward to sharing it with 
you as it evolves in me. I’ve been given permission to share with you, my congregation, more about the people I 
met and the places we went but out of respect for the 
individuals who spoke with us I am asked to not publicly 
publish the names or details broadly. I will be presenting 
on April 29 at Adult Forum and will likely need another 
time to share more deeply, perhaps on a Sunday noon or 
night in May.

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From a Contemplative Corner. . .

“Are you saved?”  “Have you been saved?” Not questions we hear much in the “Big Tent” of 
the Anglican Tradition, especially in our parts of the world. And so I was surprised (again!) in 
reading the Bible! My surprise was at what Peter says, after his first sermon, when people 
asked him what they should do. . .   
 

 
He said,    “Save yourselves from this corrupt generation.” (Acts 2:40b) 

 
How might we “save ourselves”? 
 
Judy Cannato suggests a “Contemplative Pause”.  She says this may be done by writing in a journal or by simply 
sitting with the questions for a while without any kind of formal response.  
Her suggestion is for reading something that is new, challenging or contrary. . . but it works for “saving ourselves” 
as Peter suggested. 
 
A “contemplative pause” begins with an examination of three Rs.  The three Rs are intended to guide us into our 
own inner space, to assist us in noticing what is going on within us about something we have seen, experienced or 
read.   
 

The first R is “resonance.”  What part of what this rings true with my own experience and    affirms what 
I know to be true? 
 
The second R is “resistance.” Is there incongruity between what just happened and what I hold as true?  
Is there something that I don’t want to see or hear, something that grates against my normal way of view-
ing things? Is there something that makes me want to dig in my heels or turn away? 
 
The third R is “realignment.” As a result of what I have experienced, has something shifted in me? Has 
something reconfigured so that I may live out of a slightly different place? What has shifted, what is differ-
ent? 

 
It is important to do this without judgment.  Judging, whether “positive” or “negative” - especially what we deem 
“negative” - engages the ego, the part of our personality that is rooted in fear, the place in us that is insecure and 
wants to make itself safe by controlling what comes into our             experience. Therefore to avoid allowing the 
ego to take over the reflection, make no judgments about your response.  Simply witness what is occurring:  

“Hmm. . . I noticed that I am judging.”  
 “Hmm. . . I notice that I am angry.”   
  “Hmmm. . . there I go again, being afraid”   

…or whatever emotion or experience may be arising.  
 
 
This noticing is at the heart of the practice of awareness, another way of talking about being “saved”, where we 
learn to simply witness what is arising without judgment or any other kind of  
engagement. 
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The Nuts and Bolts of  Dollars and Cents 
Tim McLaughlin, Member of Vestry, Living our Faith Ministry, and finance committee) 

 
Do you ever wonder how Saint Michael’s funds the day to day work of ministry?  Do you 
ever wonder what happens with the dollars and cents you pledge or contribute to the  
offering plate?  Maybe you know, or maybe you don’t.  Regardless, I’d like to take some 
space to explain the fundamentals of church finance the Saint Michael’s way!  
 
November marks the time when work starts on the budget for the coming year – the 
Treasurer and finance committee work together on this. There are two sides to this work, 
estimating the expense side and estimating the revenue side.  
Expenses are based on prior years’ expenses and are relatively easy to estimate.  In fact, 
actual expenses for 2017 were within $20 of the estimated expenses ($277,020 actual vs 
$277,000 estimated/budgeted)!  Expenses cover all the day to day obligations of ministry 

which include worship, salaries,   utilities, office supplies, building maintenance, and so on.  
 
Occasionally, other special projects such as the upgrade to the sound system and renovation of the chapel space 
are funded separately by individual donations and contributions outside of the general operating budget.  The final 
budget is presented to the Vestry for approval at their January meeting, and then presented to the parish for  
acceptance at the January Annual Meeting.  As Saint Michael’s is staffed for growth, the expense budget for 2018 is 
$270,547. 
 
Beginning a month or so ahead of the budget work, the Living our Faith (LOF) Ministry team holds the pledge 
drive in October and November. This typically ends on Christ the King Sunday when we gather in the faith prom-
ise cards and celebrate with a luncheon.  The pledge drive has been done many different ways, but the hope of the 
LOF team is always the same – to inspire us all to reflect on how God has blessed us in so many different ways; to 
instruct us in the spiritual aspects of giving; and to move us one or two steps forward along in our spiritual  
journey. 
 
Pledges comprise a large portion of the revenue side; and monies not pledged, but reliably consistent, comprise the 
remainder.  This remainder is simply the difference between the expenses and total pledged amount in order to 
achieve a balanced budget.  As I mentioned above, this unpledged revenue is reliably consistent, but actual 
amounts we receive are always a wild card.  For 2018, pledges totaled $177,472, which leaves $93,075 needed from 
the unpledged category. 
 
The rhythm of cash flow historically goes like this.  Revenue is consistent through winter and spring, drops off 
during the summer, and recovers in the fall and early winter.  Expenses follow a seasonal pattern; for example, 
plowing and heating (gas) expenses are high during the cold months, and cooling (electricity) and lawn  
maintenance expenses are high during the warm months.  Depending on how revenue and expenses play out over 
the year, we have a small surplus in some years, and a small deficit in others. 
 
The historical revenue pattern seems to have changed in 2017.  Revenue was consistent well through the summer 
and dropped off in the fall without recovering.  This left us with an unusually high deficit for the year, $10,195. An 
analysis of revenue showed very high fulfillment of pledges and lower than expected revenue on the unpledged 
side.  This pattern continues so far this year – a wonderful commitment to pledges, and lower than expected  
unpledged amounts.  The deficit through March 2018 is nearly $7,000.   
 
Whether this new pattern is temporary or a new reality for Saint Michael’s is difficult to determine right now.  But 
no doubt it is a test for us.  However, I am encouraged.  I was doing my scripture readings a couple of weeks ago, 
specifically day 183 of Marek Zabriskie’s “Read the Bible in a Year” program.  The Old Testament reading was 
from Job, where   misfortune and disease has befallen this upright and righteous man.  He is sitting in sackcloth 
and ashes and arguing with God and a few of his friends.            (Continued on Page 12)

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This, That, Whatever: Pentecost & Holy Ghost Holes  
Charlene Bollman 
 
 A family was visiting Canterbury Cathedral.  Their son cranked his neck to look at the tall 
ceiling and concerned questioned, “Why is there a hole in the ceiling?  Did somebody forget 
to put a window in?  Did someone break a window?”  They looked and yes, there definitely 
was a hole but they were dumbfounded. The cathedral guide smiled.  “That is the Holy Ghost 
Hole.  It is supposed to show God how open we are to the Holy Spirit.”  The youngster was 
oblivious to what was said and innocently remarked, “So when are they going to close it?” 
 PENTECOST SUNDAY IS MAY 20, 2018.  WEAR RED!  Please. 
 Pentecost comes from a Greek word, Pentēkostē, and marks the fifty days from Easter to Pentecost Sunday.  
Anglican refer this Sunday as Whitsunday or White Sunday.  (The preferred name in the Anglican Church is 
Whitsunday.)  It marks the time mentioned in the Acts 2: 2-31 when the Holy Spirt came upon the disciples and 
their followers.  The history of Pentecost has its roots in Judaism with what is called the Feast of Weeks where  
following seven full weeks since the first harvest of grain, the faithful brought the first fruits of their labor to the 
temple in Jerusalem as a thank offering.  This event marked the end of Passover, Shavout. 
 Tradition says that the disciples and other Christians received the Holy Spirit in the Upper Room.  
 For Christians, Pentecost marks the beginning of the time when the earthly ministry of the apostles started.  
They were now to go out and make disciples of all nations.  At Pentecost, God through the Holy Spirit equipped 
his church with the power of the Spirit.  Through the teachings and actions of the disciples the world would now 
be able to be filled with the Glory of the Lord.  The result was to be the founding of new Christian communities 
or as we call them churches.  Because they were given the gift of tongues, the Gospel could now we taken to  
foreign lands and the people would be able to understand in their own language.  The Gospel and the Good News 
would no longer be captive to just Jewish people.  The Holy Spirit was providing the apostles with the ability to 
bring all people, all members into the same body of Christ.  The church became inclusive and not restrictive.  St. 
Paul refers to these new people and groups as being in the Spirit of Christ and of belonging to Him.  The Holy 
Spirit was to remain with the apostles and their mission forever.   
 Celebration, Customs, and Traditions.  Red, white, or green?  Yes.  All three colors as associated with the  
celebration of Pentecost.  For the West, red symbolizes joy and the fire of the Holy Spirit—thus, the flames and 
sometimes the tongues of fire of the Holy Spirit.  At times, red flowers—especially roses or geraniums decorated 
the churches; these symbolized the renewal of life and especially growth in the new churches.  In Europe, it was 
common for people to bring red flowers to help decorate the church.  These served as symbols of the memories of 
their loved ones, to honor someone to celebrate a special event such as their Confirmation or Baptism day.   
Central Europe—probably because of the different climate—chose green branches, especially birch were used.  
Green adorned the altar, vestments and people wore green. Eastern churches also used green with their clergy  
carrying green branches to sprinkle (bless, anoint) the faithful.  Clergy and church people often processed through 
the streets, blessing people and houses. 
 Northwest England is the home of the name Whitsunday.  Here, chapel and church parades were held which 
held brass bands and choirs.  Girls who attended dressed in white clothing a symbol of the “wit” or “wisdom” 
people would have received from the Holy Spirit at their baptism.  Eventually white became the liturgical color in 
many of these areas.  Baptisms and confirmations were popular on this day.  There were parties, games, and 
 dancing. 
 One thing is clear.  This Sunday was a heralding Sunday—literally.  It was common both in on the Continent 
and in England for joyful, loud trumpets which were to recall the mighty wind which the descent of the Holy Spirit 
was said to make.  (Note:  Eastern Churches do not use instrumental accompaniment.)  And, everywhere there was 
music which recalled the Holy Spirt:  “Come Down O Love Divine” and “Veni Sancte Spiritus.” 
 The Holy Ghost Hole.  Large churches and cathedrals in the Middle Ages included this architectural element.  
At Pentecost it might be decorated with flowers and as the Gospel was being read, flowers and flower petals (in 
Sicily and Italy they use rose petals) were dropped down on the congregation to symbolize the Holy Spirit coming 
to rest on them.  If you didn’t have a Holy Ghost Hole then petals were thrown from the balcony.  Some  
congregations even released live white doves or suspended a large dove figure.

The psalm for the day was 149 – the next to last psalm – a psalm of praise, and the 
New Testament reading was from Paul’s second letter to the Corinthians, Chapter 8. 
 
The reading from 2 Corinthians stopped me cold in my tracks and I could not contin-
ue my scripture readings any more that day.  It is quite simply an appeal for money, 
but so eloquent that it gave me chills up and down my spine.  Keep in mind it is  
addressed to the church in Corinth, but it speaks to us today too. 
 

It starts out (NRSV translation): “1. We want you to know, brothers and sisters, about the grace of God that has 
been granted to the church of Macedonia; 2. for during a severe ordeal of affliction, their abundant joy and their 
extreme     poverty have overflowed in a wealth of generosity on their part.”   
 
Sounds to me like the church in Macedonia is a lot like Saint Michael and All Angels in South Bend Indiana – a 
(monetary) affliction, abundant joy, and (maybe or maybe not) extreme poverty.  But look what happened – an  
overflowing of wealth and generosity on their part.  The exact steps of how this happened in Macedonia are not  
specifically revealed by Paul, but he explains the grace of God in the next section of his letter. 
 
He continues: “3. For, as I can testify, they voluntarily gave according to their means, and even beyond their 
means, 4. 
begging us earnestly for the privilege of sharing in this ministry to the saints— 5. and this, not merely as we  
expected; they gave themselves first to the Lord and, by the will of God, to us.”   
 
This section is one for us to ponder – they gave according to or even beyond their means, and they begged for the  
privilege of sharing in the ministry to the saints!  How did this happen?  Paul says it was because they were able to 
give themselves first to the Lord.  What an example of the openness of the church to the movement of God and 
the corresponding grace of God at work in Macedonia two thousand years ago.  What a promise for us today!!! 
 
There is so much more in the remainder of this chapter for us to think about, but I will stop for now and let this 
first part sink in.  Look for more on this piece of scripture and updates on our financial picture in subsequent 
Messengers.   
I will close with a teaser from verse 9 – “For you know the generous act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he 
was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that by his poverty you might become rich.”

Regardless of 
how we celebrate Pentecost, it is meant to be a time not only of the Holy Spirit descending on us, the church, but 
a time of Jubilee (Leviticus 25:10).  We are equipped, blessed, to be the church in the world today and to continue 
to do what our Lord commanded his original disciples to do.  Carry out the work that the Father wants—to bring 
all people to Him and to help them learn the redeeming Love of Jesus.  That is our mission.  That is our  
commission.   Blessed Pentecost.
